If a conflict arises, it is the
responsibility of the Handler to clarify the conflict with the Marshall at each stake.

Handlers may be required to handle a gun during the WCX Test. Gun safety is considered
as part of the test.

It is the responsibility of the Entrant/Handler to be familiar with the CKC Rules and
Regulations for Working Certificates.

“It shall be the duty and obligation of the test giving club to see that a Judge, Club Official,
Volunteer or any participant at a WC Test held under these rules, is not subject to indignities
of any kind.”

Running order will be determined by random draw at the home of the Test Secretary one
hour after closing. A catalogue and running order list will be provided to entrants on the day
of the test.
